� Basket Raffle – Gather donations from local businesses & families, and help the night of the event. 
 
� Beautification – Maintain H&S gardens, water the plants in the lobby and decorate for various seasons and 

holidays.    
 
� Blood Drive – Coordinate donors and assist the day of the drive. 
 
� Book Fair – Work at Brooke during the day and/or evening selling books for the fair.  Occurs 2 times a year.
